» Only one out of this group of characters is
matched

» Eg. [abc] would mean that this regular
expression matches either a or b or c
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» If we want to specify a large range then
write:

» Suppose we like to match any digit we
simply write [0-9]
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» If we want to specify a large range then
write:

» One out of this group of characters is
matched
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The Asterisk
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The Asterisk

» The x refers to 0 or more occurrences of
the immediately preceeding character
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The Asterisk

» The * refers to 0 or more occurrences of
the immediately preceeding character

» For example ab* can match a, ab, abb,
abbb etc.
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» To match more than one pattern
eg. grep -e "electronics” -e " civil”
grepdemo.txt

» To check a word that has different spelling
eg. grep -ie ”"choudhury” -ie ” chowdhari”
grepdemo.txt
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» Character class
eg. grep -i "ch[ao][uw]dh[ua]r[yi]”
grepdemo.txt

» The use of *
eg. grep -i "mei]*raa*” grepdemo.txt

» To match any one character using dot
eg. grep "M...” grepdemo.txt
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» To match a pattern at the beginning of
the file
eg. grep "A” grepdemo.txt

» To match a pattern at the end of the file
eg. grep "[78]...$ ” grepdemo.txt
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» List those entries that are 5 letters long
and starts with Y
